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Family Center for Health Care’s new physician, Dr. John Dygert, introduced his wife and two 
of his four children to many of his new colleagues at the clinic during a welcome reception on 
Thursday. His son, 22-month-old Patrick, made friends with a nurse, who gave him a lei.

He’ll be a family practitioner 
and will be doing everything 
from obstetrics to end-of-life 
care.

“Obstetrics is probably my fa-
vorite,” he said. “It’s an exciting 
time for families and an awe-
some experience to be a part of 
bringing new life into the world, 
and seeing the excitement of the 
mom, the dad, grandparents and 
their whole family.

“Sometimes they want to take 
pictures of the baby with the 
doctor. It’s a really great feeling 
to be apart of this moment.”

Dygert is the fi rst of three new 
physicians recruited as part of a 
health-care expansion campaign 
by Citizens and its fund-raising 
arm, the Citizens Foundation. 
A general surgeon and a second 
family practitioner, a husband-
wife couple, will join the team 
in August 2013.

Over the next three years, 
Citizens hopes to raise $1.9 mil-
lion to pay for the recruits and 
clinic expansions to accommo-
date them.

“What a great opportunity 
to be a part of the campaign,” 
Dygert said, “and be a part of a 
group of professionals who are 
so focused on providing better 
care for their patients and want to 
continue to improve themselves. 
It says a lot about the hospital, 
and it’s one of the major reasons 
we decided to come here.

“There are always new things 
being added to health care, new 
advancements and new technol-
ogies. If you stand still, you get 
left behind,” he added.

Dygert said he fi rst inter-
viewed for his position in March 
2011 and several months ago his 
wife, Jilinda, and their newest 
addition, 4-month-old daughter 
Hannah, came to look around 
and fi nd a home.

Jilinda, a native of Beloit, said

Hospital here conducts decontamination drill

Schlageck said this is the sec-
ond time the team had done this 
drill.

“This one went really well,” 
said Carney. “We are getting 
better and better. The more you 
practice, the smoother it goes.”

In the real world, Schlageck 
said, hopefully, someone would 
call the hospital before patients 
arrive so the team can prepare 
the decontamination tent and as-
semble equipment and people. 
She said the hospital also has a 
“self decon,” essentially a walk-
in shower where patients can 
cleanse themselves.

“If you are … exposed to a 
dangerous substance and are 
feeling ill,” Carney said, “the 
fi rst thing you should do is re-

move all your clothing. Ap-
proximately 90 percent of the 
contaminant is removed with 
your clothing.

“Before entering the hospital, 
stop. You must fi rst (go to) the 
emergency department and in-
form hospital personnel of your 
individual situation.”

He said that people inside the 
hospital must know that you’ve 
been involved in a chemical spill 
before you enter the building so 
they can ensure your safety and 
the safety of patients and staff 
members inside.

In addition to this drill, Car-
ney said, hospital workers take 
online training courses and par-
ticipate in tabletop drills twice a 
year.

Team members practice get-
ting in their suits four times a 

year, he said, and they plan to 
have this drill twice each year.

Carney added that although 
the decontamination drill was 
strictly for Citizens’ staff, other 
drills and exercises over the 
years have involved the fi re and 
police departments, emergency 
management and other hospitals 
and agencies.

“We do drills for our protec-
tion, as well as that of our com-
munity and patients,” he said. 
“Types of contamination can 
range from farm chemicals to 
biological exposure. We conduct 
drills so that we are prepared for 
times of crisis.”

“Disaster preparedness is on-
going training that includes in-
stances such as natural disasters, 
decontamination and mass casu-
alties,” said Tama Unger, com-

munity relations director.
The drill was made possible 

with grant funding from the Kan-
sas Department of Health and 
Environment, said Unger, which 
are available to Kansas hospitals 
on an annual basis, ranging from 
$10,000 to $50,000. The funding 
has been used to purchase ma-
terials and systems that protect 
and prepare health care workers 
for major events, she said.

“The region disaster response 
trailer that is located at the hos-
pital is an example of the fact 
that Citizens Medical Center’s 
disaster team can respond to 
instances in our region. It is not 
limited to Thomas County,” she 
said. “The scope of disaster pre-
paredness is very large, and as 
you can imagine, very impor-
tant.”
