want to show an ID.

“It’s sad,really,” she said. “We have fought
for our right to vote, especially women, and
some people are willing to show their ID to
buy liquor or cigarettes and to write a check
at Walmart, but won’t do it to vote.”

The county had 36 provisional ballots
submitted at the polls, and of those, three
were rejected. Two were denied because
the voter did not provide photo identifica-
tion and they did not present their ID to the
clerk’s office later.

The third was from an unaffiliated voter
who requested a Democratic ballot. After
being entered into the voting system, the
voter then decided she wanted to vote Re-
publican instead.

The remaining provisional votes which
were accepted came from voters who had a
change of address, became a registered vot-
er at the poll, had a name change and from
people who did not have their photo ID with
them at the time of voting, but produced it
at the clerk’s office later.

“There were no Mickey Mouse write-ins
this year,” said Harms, “but we did have a
few write-ins for Anybody Else, DK and
somebody by the name of A.”

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energizing his party’s conserva-
tive base.

Now Romney, straying from
his campaign’s efforts to stay
singularly focused on jobs
and the economy, is targeting
Obama’s greatest strength — his
likeability.

Every major poll in the past
two months has found Obama’s
favorability rating in positive
territory, while Romney’s lan-
guishes at about even or worse
and has deteriorated in some re-
cent surveys.

Some of Romney’s efforts to
chip away at Obama’s likeabil-
ity have focused on negative ads
run by the president’s campaign
and a super political action com-
mittee supporting him. Priorities
USA Action ran a commercial
suggesting Romney was person-
ally responsible for the death
from cancer of the wife of a man
who worked at a steel plant that
was bought and subsequently
shut down by Romney’s venture
capital firm, Bain Capital.

The Romney campaign has
run its own negative ads, includ-
ing one widely discredited by
independent fact-checkers that
accuses Obama of gutting wel-
fare reform. Romney’s team is
also running an ad that criticizes
Obama for raiding the Medicare
trust fund, a charge the presi-
dent’s team labeled dishonest
and hypocritical.

Romney was holding private
fundraisers today in North Caro-
lina and Alabama. The president
was campaigning in Iowa today,
the final day of his three-day
bus trip through the Midwestern
swing state. First lady Michelle
Obama was joining the president
for their first joint campaign ap-
pearance since May.

Before Romney unleashed his
striking criticism of the presi-
dent’s campaign, much of the
White House race this week had
focused on Ryan’s austere bud-
get proposals.

Obama’s  campaign  was
launching state-specific efforts
to target lesser-known elements
of Ryan’s budget, expanding

beyond its opposition to the Re-
publican vice presidential candi-
date’s Medicare overhaul.

The developing Obama strat-
egy comes as Romney and Ryan
make clear they plan to cam-
paign aggressively on Medicare,
not run away from it. In person
and in a television ad, the Re-
publicans argued Tuesday that
Obama is the one who cut spend-
ing for Medicare to put money
toward his divisive health care
overhaul.

In states with large military
and veteran populations — Flor-
ida, Ohio and Virginia among
them — the Obama campaign
plans to attack Ryan’s proposed
cuts for veterans’ benefits and
care, a campaign official said.
The official was not authorized
to discuss the campaign strategy
publicly and requested anonym-
1ty.

In Colorado, Ohio and Iowa,
the campaign sees opportunities
to capitalize on Ryan’s proposed
cuts to clean energy industries
that are taking hold in those
states. The Obama team will

argue that cutting those invest-
ments would essentially cede
new energy technologies — and
the jobs that could come with
them — to countries like China,
the official said.

In Nevada and several other
states, the campaign plans to
push the impact of Ryan’s bud-
get on education, citing esti-
mates that it would cut 200,000
children a year from Head Start,
an early education program, and
reduce Pell grants for 10 million
college students.

The campaign launched an ad
Tuesday in five states — Colo-
rado, Iowa, Nevada, Ohio and
Virginia — that links Romney
directly to the Ryan budget’s
impact on college grants.

Obama’s team may launch
other paid advertising on ele-
ments of Ryan’s budget soon.
But for now, the campaign is
focused on getting its message
out in local media and directly
to voters through its ample
grass-roots network, which still
trumps Romney’s ground game
in some states.
