Eaton said she sees a lot of
students who are helping their
families out for financial reasons
and that’s a big stress on them.
She said these are the type of
students they are working hard
with to try and keep in school,
and they do as much as they can
for the students so they can bet-
ter themselves.

Chairman Arlen Leiker asked
Eaton and Nichols about how
much a student could work
while going to school full time.
Nichols said between 10 and
20 hours is optimal so that stu-
dents are motivated. However,
she said, Colby students usually
have to work more than that just
to make ends meet.

Leiker then asked how much
work study the college offers,
and Nichols said there are about
40 federal positions and 10 to 15
that the college pays for.

In other business, the board:

 Heard an update from Barry
Kaaz, dean of external affairs,
about the Honeywell project.
Leiker asked about a dashboard

system that allows them to
monitor energy usage for each
building. Kaaz said it’s in the
process.

e Heard from Deb Schwanke,
public information director, who
said the college is working with
Key Practices Inc. to improve its
Facebook page and website. She
said the marketing firm works
with EduKan to promote on-
line courses. It discovered some
problems with the website in
terms of functionality, so they
are going to work with the col-
lege to create a new website for
no charge. Schwanke said it will
look almost the same as the cur-
rent one but will be on a differ-
ent, more stable server.

They are also going to do
search engine optimization for
the site. The company, she said,
expected the new website to be
ready in two to three days for of-
ficials to look at. Schwanke said
the college will still be able to
make changes and updates to in-
dividual areas of the site.

“This is a big burden for them
to do this for us and no charge,”
she said. “It’s kind of a big

deal.”

e Heard the endowment foun-
dation report from treasurer
Nick Wells with help from Leik-
er, who brought up a couple of
discussions the two boards had
at a recent meeting. He said they
talked about holding a regular
meeting between Wells and two
of his board members and Vacik
and two trustees to discuss how
to raise more money. Leiker and
Shields volunteered to attend
morning meetings.

He also asked Wells what the
trustees could do to work with
the endowment board better and
help with financial problems.
Wells said maybe the new meet-
ings between the endowment
members and trustees will help
them come up with a solution.

Vacik mentioned that in the
past week and a half, the college
received $50,000 each from two
benefactors and said Alan Wait-
es, chief financial officer, helped
make that happen. Vacik said
he’s also had conversations with
a couple more people who want
to help the college and he thinks
they will step up.
