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Colby teams take first, fourth in track meet Friday

The Colby High School track
team placed well at the Colby In-
vitational meet Friday, the girls
taking first place and the boys
fourth.

There were 14 teams at the Col-
by meet, competing in 18 events.
The girls had a team score of 111,
ahead of Hoxie in second place
with 75, Grainfield-Wheatland in
third with 59.5 and Oakley with
59. The boys tied with Grainfield-
Wheatland with a score of 53; they
placed behind Goodland, with 93,
Holcomb with 87.5 and Sharon-
Spring-Wallace County with 60.

Logan, Weskan, Winona-Tri-
plans, Quinter, Rexford-Golden
Plains, St. Francis, and Brewster
high schools also competed.

The Colby girls teams took
first in both the 4x100 meter and
4x400 relays: Hannah Strange,
Brielle McKee, Kaitlyn Flana-
gin and Sydney Stephens ran the
4x100 relay in 52.37 seconds, tak-
ing first in that race. Karly Shull,
Katie Elias, Kalea Robert and Sa-
bryn O’Gara came in fourth, with
a time of 54.92. Jennilee Gray,
Morgan Sanguinetti, Olivia Wet-
ter and Ally O’Neal finished in
59.57; they were 14th.

In the 4x400 relay, Sydney Ste-
phens, Shull, McKee and Flana-
gin finished in 4 minutes, 16.98
seconds, also taking first, and
MaKayla Brackett, Strange, Elias
and Kortney Bredemeier came in
sixth, in 4:36.66.

Lauren Bell, Lara Stephens,
Bridget Bickner and Taylor Lem-
man finished the 4x800 relay in
11:14.53, taking fifth.

Flanagin took first in both the

100 meter dash with a time of
13.05 and in the 300 meter hur-
dles, with a time of 49.68. McKee
took first in the 400 meter run with
a time of 1:02.67.
