“Today, I volunteer fre-
quently at our two sons’ school 
art rooms and teach adult art 
classes for the City of Aurora,” 
said Reilley. “I’ve taken many

Though my favorite 
medium is pastels, I also enjoy 
other mediums, including oils.”

Reilley has received many 
awards, including Best of Show 
in the Gateway to the Rockies 
Art Show in 2000 and 2005. Four 
of her paintings were among the 
150 selected by jurors Neil Pat-
terson, Oil Painters of America 
president, and Kristin Hoerth, 
Southwest Art magazine editor-
in-chief, for the 2011 Kansas 
Art Competition.

crease when she was fi rst hired. 
Later, the commissioners looked 
back through the minutes from 
that meeting and discovered 
she was supposed to have been 
given $1,000 a year, not $1,000 
a month.

Based on this discovery, they 
modifi ed their earlier motion to 
give Arasmith $1,000 per year 
to $37,000.

The commissioners declined 
to make any offi cial decisions 
on how they plan to handle mer-
it raise requests next year.

“It would be my position that 
we only authorize those (merit 
raises) for expiration of (an em-
ployee’s) probationary period,” 
said Baughn. 

The other commissioners did 
not comment and no motion was 
passed on the issue.

In other business, the com-
missioners

• Approved accounts payable 
of $147,443 for most county de-
partments, plus $14,119 for the 
road and bridge department and 
$4,441 for the noxious weed de-
partment, and monthly payroll 
of $268,218.

• Went into a closed session 
to discuss nonelected personnel. 
No action was taken after this 
session.

• Said they are looking for 
someone to fi ll Baughn’s posi-
tion on the Resource Conserva-
tion and Development district 
board. Baughn said he has been 
unable to attend many meetings 
because of scheduling confl icts.

The commissioners’ next 
meeting is scheduled to begin 
at 9 a.m. Monday, Dec. 9, in the 
commission’s chambers on the 
main fl oor of the courthouse.

She said residential buildings on a farmstead 

could include the house and outbuildings used for 
personal reasons, such as a garage where cars are 
parked. Farm buildings include equipment sheds 
or seed storage, she said, even if those buildings 
are near the house.

Cunningham said the offi ce isn’t sure why the 
buildings were incorrectly categorized to begin 
with.

“Are we getting people paying their taxes under 
protest because of this change?” Commissioner 

Paul Steele asked at the meeting Tuesday.
Cunningham said she didn’t think they had 

received many protests, saying that most taxpay-
ers seem satisfi ed after they visit with Appraiser 
Bruce Webb.

Taxpayers can protest their tax bills by request-
ing a hearing, she said, but they must pay at least 
the fi rst half of their taxes by the December dead-
line.
