LAKELAND, Fla. (AP) — The best
news Monday for the Kansas City
Royals was not a 10-4 rout of the
Detorit Tigers or Jermaine Dye’s mam-
moth home run, estimated conserva-
tively at 465 feet, but the health of
pitcher Mac Suzuki.

One day after throwing two perfect
innings against the Philadelphia
Phillies, Suzuki pronounced his arm
fit.
