DENVER (AP) — If Adam Foote is
skating around with his helmet off, he’s
probably having fun.

If Foote is in the middle of a frozen
mob mocking a frustrated opponent,
he’s definitely having fun — and do-
ing his job.

Although the Colorado Avalanche
defenseman looks harmless off the ice,
he is a veritable Dennis the Menace in
hockey skates as he goes about mak-
ing life miserable for the NHL’s top
forwards.

“That’s what Footer thrives on, the
intensity and the battle,” teammate
Rob Blake said Sunday as Colorado
prepared for Game 5 of the Western
Conference finals. “He loves it. That’s
how he gets in the game. That’s how
he’s brought his game to the level it’s
at.”

Foote and the Avs are winning their
latest battle, needing one more victory
over the St. Louis Blues to earn a trip
to the Stanley Cup finals. Colorado
leads the series 3-1 and can eliminate
St. Louis on Monday night.

The Avalanche, the league’s best
team during the regular season, won
the Cup in 1996 and are on the verge
of another breakthrough after being
eliminated in the conference finals
each of the past two years.

“I don’t think you can think about
that right now,” goalie Patrick Roy said
of Colorado’s enviable position. “We
just won three games. We need to win
four to win a series. Plus, you can’t let
your mind get away from the game.”

Playing in front of Roy, Foote’s lat-

est assignment is playing mind games
with Blues forward Keith Tkachuk. It
is an individual rematch of last year’s
playoffs when the two shoved,
wrestled and antagonized one another
in Colorado’s first-round defeat of the
Phoenix Coyotes.

Tkachuk’s uniform has changed, but
his luck has not. He has just one assist
in four games against Colorado.

“It’d be nice if he’d score,” Blues
coach Joel Quenneville said. “He’s
certainly put himself in position to
score.”

Against Colorado, positioning has
come with a price as helmets often hit
the ice when Foote and Tkachuk angle
for space. Picture sumo wrestlers with
sticks and skates.

“He’s the type of guy, if you give him
an inch he’ll take it and he can do some
damage,” Foote said. “He’s got better
speed than people think, and he’s
strong. I just try not to let him get a foot
on me.”

Paired with Ray Bourque, Foote
helped shut down opponents’ top lines
last year. The addition of Blake has
given the Avs flexibility to mix and
match the “Big Three” depending on
the situation.

The formula has been effective as
Bourque and Blake have combined for
seven goals while Foote keeps the
Tkachuks of the world occupied.

“I think it’s easier to play for any-
body when they’re challenged,” Foote
said. “I’ve been doing it so long, you
get up for it. It is fun, but there’s times
out there when maybe it’s not so fun.

There’s good days, there’s bad days
and the key is to stay focused and re-
spect a guy like that.”

Pushed to the brink of elimination,
the Blues have no choice but to respect
Foote and the Avalanche despite the
belief that they deserve a better fate. St.
Louis has outshot Colorado in each
game and 152-110 for the series.

Roy has nullified St. Louis’ shot ad-
vantage, while Blues goalie Roman
Turek has given up seven first-period
goals. As a result, the Blues have led
just once in the series.

“On the road it would be nice to catch
a lead,” St. Louis defenseman Al
MacInnis said. “We’ve been playing
catch-up hockey for four games  and
that’s pretty tough to do in this league.”

The Blues may catch a break Mon-
day night .

their outstanding track season with an
impressive team victory at Regionals
on Friday at Clay Center. The girls
qualified ten team members for state in
eleven events.

The Cowgirls won the meet with
94.5 points, well ahead of second place
Marysville, which finished with 70.
Abilene took third with 66 points and
Clay Center finished fourth with 63.
Colby rounded out the top five with 51
points.

The Cowboys scored 17 points to
finish 12th. Clay Center won the meet
with 82 points and Concordia finished
second with 70. Topeka-Hayden and
Colby tied for third with 58 points.

Rachael Hagerman highlighted the
Cowgirls’ day, qualifying for state with
first-place finishes in both the high
hurdles and 300 meter hurdles and
third in the 200 meter dash.
