Commissioner-elect Chuck Thomas
was asked about his opinion, and he
said heagreedwith Frankenfeldthat he
did not want to seethecollectiongoout
of the county.

Looking at the figures Rasure had
put together heshowstotal expensesof
about $411,000 (which includes pay-
ingthecity $36,000for thehillingand
collection). Theincome from the col-
lection is estimated at $350,000, and
thenthetipping feeisadded ontopfor
another $140,000. Added to thisis
$8,000for yardwastecollectionsfora
total estimated revenue of $498,000.

While this appearsto leave a cush-
ion of $87,000 Rasure said that would
need to be used to replace equipment
and pay for any new buildingtohouse
thetrash trucks.

Thomas said hewould liketo seea
private company come in and do the
collection, but agreed that the cost of
the equipment would make that quite
abit more expensivefor thecitizens.
