Timor police arrest 80

DILI, East Timor — Police arrested
80 people following violence in the
East Timorese capital that left three
dead and dozens of buildings — in-
cluding the prime minister’s residence
— in ruins.

The unrest in Dili has been the worst
in East Timor since it became the
world’s newest nation in May, and
highlights rising discontent with the
government. Most of East Timor’s
800,000 people are desperately poor
and have seen few benefits of indepen-
dence.

Government leaders said they had
formed an independent commission to
investigate the shootings and riots,
which flared Wednesday but had sub-
sided by today, with about 20 students
battling police. Officers fired warning
shots and the protesters fled on foot. No
one was hurt in the clashes.

The government said it had arrested
80 people suspected of participating in
the violence.

“The investigation will be done in a
very short time and all people consid-
ered guilty will face justice, even if it’s
the police or members of the military,”
Prime Minister Mari Alkatiri said at a
press conference in Dili.

Trouble started Tuesday after 500
students gathered at police headquar-
ters in Dili to demand the release of a
fellow student arrested for alleged
gang violence.

The protest continued into Wednes-
day when students started throwing
stones at Timorese and U.N. police.
Witnesses said officers opened fire,
killing three people, including a 16-
year-old boy. U.N. officials said two
people died. The deaths touched off the
wave of rioting.

DUEKOUE, Ivory Coast — Resi-
dents fleeing the western city of Man
told of corpses scattered in the streets.
No one thought this could happen in
Ivory Coast, but in Man, the fall from
grace of this West African nation can

be seen — and smelled.
“We went through living hell,” said

Carlos Fardom, a Frenchman who fled
the city in the heart of the nation’s rich
cocoa belt on Wednesday. He said he
saw two Mi-24 helicopters, two tanks
and heavy machine guns during the
loyalist attack to reclaim Man this
week.

Ivory Coast has been split three ways
after a rebel uprising on Sept. 19. The
government holds the south, including
the key port and economic hub of
Abidjan, the rebels behind the uprising
hold the north, and new shadowy rebel
forces are battling the army in the west.

Residents said shooting could be
heard in Man on Wednesday as army
troops continued to hunt down rebels.

“There are bodies everywhere,”
Fardom said. “We never thought this
could happen here,” he said in
Duekoue, 60 miles south of Man.
“The loyalist forces had tanks, heavy
arms and shells,” he said. “Honestly, I
was traumatized.”

A two-month rebellion in Ivory
Coast, the world’s leading cocoa pro-
ducer and a former French colony, has
degenerated into a multi-fronted war,
and the fiercest battles are being fought
between government forces and rebel
groups in the west.

“Some people don’t want to go out,
because the bodies in the streets are
decomposing, and it smells bad,” said
a man, who identified himself only by
his first name, Ndri. He fled from Man
to Duekoue on Wednesday in a bat-
tered blue car, flying a white flag from
the antenna.

Ivory Coast’s government has been
battling since Sunday to drive out the
newly emerged rebel band in the west.
The rebel force burst into action last
week by seizing Man and at least two
other towns.

NATIONAL
A deadly winter storm that glazed

roadways, closed schools and left thou-

sands of people without power moved
its way north today, threatening to
dump several inches of snow on cities
along the East Coast.

The first flakes started to fall in the
Northeast before dawn, and up to 8
inches could hit parts of New York,
Pennsylvania and New Jersey before
it’s finished.

In Philadelphia, all public and paro-
chial schools were closed before the
storm even arrived. Dozens of schools
were also closed in New Jersey.

“It’s a rapidly moving storm and it
looks like the whole East Coast south
of New York could be affected,” said
meteorologist Donato Cacciapaglia
with the National Weather Service in
Blacksburg, Va.

The storm spread freezing rain and
up to a foot of snow from the Texas
Panhandle to Virginia on Wednesday.
More than 100,000 people lost power,
and slippery roads were blamed in at
least six traffic deaths, including two
each in Kentucky and Missouri and one
each in Tennessee and North Carolina.

The blustery weather in the South
was expected to taper off today as tem-
peratures warm.

NEW YORK — The case of an in-
famous rape and beating of a Central
Park jogger in 1989 is entering an ex-
traordinary new phase as a judge be-
gins to consider whether to clear five
men convicted in the attack.

Prosecutors appeared ready today to
ask State Supreme Court Justice
Charles Tejada to throw out convic-
tions stemming from one of the most
notorious crimes in New York history.

The woman, an investment banker,
was assaulted as dozens of teenagers
descended on Central Park to mug run-
ners and bicyclists.

Tejada said he will rule by February
on the case, which was reopened ear-
lier this year  after another man con-
fessed to the crime.
