Blast kills 22 in Israel

TEL AVIV, Israel — In response
to twin Palestinian suicide bomb-
ings that killed 22 people, Israel
decided today to close three Pales-
tinian universities, intensify raids
against suspected militants and bar
Palestinian officials from holding
key meetings in the West Bank and
abroad.

The blasts, which also wounded
100 people, went off seconds apart
Sunday evening in a crowded, old
part of Tel Aviv. It was the deadli-
est attack in nearly a year. Several
of the dead and many of the
wounded were foreign workers.

A splinter group of the Al Aqsa
Martyrs’ Brigade, a militia linked to
Yasser Arafat’s Fatah movement,
claimed responsibility. The bomb-
ers were identified as two young
men from the West Bank city of
Nablus.

The blasts came just three weeks
before Israel’s Jan. 28 general elec-
tion and ended a period of six weeks
without bombings, one of the long-
est of relative calm in the past 27
months of fighting.

In Washington, President Bush
called the attack “a despicable act
of murder” and said Secretary of
State Colin Powell had called Is-
raeli Prime Minister Ariel Sharon to
express America’s condolences.

VIENNA, Austria — The U.N.

nuclear agency will give North Ko-
rea a final chance to abandon its
covert weapons program and read-
mit inspectors before it hands the
dispute over to the Security Coun-
cil, an official said today.

“North Korea will be given an-

other chance to come into compli-
ance,” the International Atomic
Energy Agency official told The
Associated Press, speaking on con-
dition of anonymity.

Ahead of an emergency meeting
to be held later today in Vienna, the
IAEA’s 35-nation board of gover-
nors was circulating a draft resolu-
tion urging the communist country
to comply with its obligations un-
der international nuclear accords,
the official told AP.

Parts of the declaration were to be
hashed out in today’s meeting, but
the essence of the document was
that “reporting to the Security
Council would be something that
would happen if they do not com-
ply,” the official said.

There appeared to be broad sup-
port on the agency’s board for the
idea of giving North Korea a final
chance, and turning the issue over
to the Security Council today “is
very unlikely,” the official said.

NATIONAL
SEATAC, Wash. — Two separate

incidents at Seattle-Tacoma Inter-
national Airport — a baggage
screener found sleeping on the job
and a bomb threat — sparked long
delays for post-holiday travelers.

There were no injuries reported
and airport business began to return
to normal by midnight Sunday, of-
ficials said.

In the first incident Sunday morn-
ing, a screener was discovered
asleep at his post and security per-
sonnel checked the concourses,
some with explosive-sniffing dogs,
said Bob Blunk, Transportation

Security Administration director
for the airport.

“There’s no indication anything
happened. It’s just that somebody
fell asleep,” airport spokesman Bob
Parker said.

Then Sunday night, a caller be-
gan making bomb threats.

“We had a few bomb threats from
an individual. They were more spe-
cific than most threats,” airport
spokeswoman Terri-Ann Mohon
said shortly before midnight.

The person began calling at 9:40
p.m., she said. Security officials
swept the terminals but found noth-
ing amiss. Planes took off and
landed during the sweep, but pas-
sengers were kept aboard arriving
planes until the search ended.
Mohon said she did not expect the
scare to affect flights or other airport
operations today.

———
PORTLAND, Ore. — A man ac-

cused of killing his pregnant wife
and three young children — cap-
tured after a two-week search —
was awaiting a court hearing on
aggravated murder charges.

Edward Morris was returned to
Tillamook County on Sunday night,
and placed under suicide watch at
the county jail. Sheriff Todd Ander-
son said the suicide watch was rou-
tine procedure for suspects in ag-
gravated murder cases.

He was scheduled to be arraigned
Tuesday, Morris’ defense attorney
Charles Fryer said.

Morris was arrested Saturday in
the parking lot of a Rite Aid phar-
macy in Baker City.

County may reinstate fees
The Sherman County commis-

sioners suspended collection of
construction and demolition fees
last year to help keep building ma-
terials out of the landfill, but at their
meeting at 8 a.m. on Tuesday they
will discuss reimposing the fees.

The fees on the construction and
demolition materials hauled to the
transfer station are collected to off-
set the cost to the county for having
a contractor come in and grind up
the concrete.

The commissioners will discuss
how they will handle employee

evaluations, and discuss amend-
ments to the resolution for the
Sherman County Economic Devel-
opment Council.

Hospital Administrator Jay Jolly
and Any Laue, finance director, will
appear to explain the hospital bud-
get for the year.

This is the last regular commis-
sion meeting for Commissioner
Chuck Frankenfeld, who did not
run for re-election. The commis-
sioners will reorganize and swear in
Chuck Thomas as the new commis-
sioner on Tuesday, Jan. 14.
