Rock guitarist released

INTERNATIONAL
LONDON — Rock guitarist Pete

Townshend was released from po-
lice custody today, resting at home
after his arrest on suspicion of pos-
sessing indecent images of chil-
dren, his lawyer said.

Police questioned the founding
member of The Who at a southwest
London police station for an hour
and 20 minutes Monday night, re-
leasing him shortly after midnight,
nearly five hours after he was first
detained.

A police spokesman said the leg-
endary musician had signed an
agreement saying he would return
to the station later in January.

Reporters saw Townshend —
who has acknowledged using a Web
site advertising child pornography
but says he was merely doing re-
search for his autobiography —
leaving the station in the back seat
of a Mercedes, lying down partially
covered by what appeared to be a
bag or a coat.

“He is going home to get some
rest,” his lawyer John Cohen said.
“He is tired but all right.” Cohen
said the guitarist might be required
to answer more questions later.

The rock star has not been
charged with a crime. Under Brit-
ish law, suspects are not charged
immediately upon arrest and some
arrested people are eventually re-
leased without charge.

NATIONAL
STAMFORD, Conn. — Sen. Joe

Lieberman spent his first day as a
presidential candidate on familiar
ground — at his old high school and
his mother’s house.

But over the next several weeks,
Lieberman will fly far afield — to
New Hampshire, Iowa, South Caro-
lina and Arizona — in search of
votes and campaign donations to
secure the Democratic nomination.

“Some mornings when I wake up,
I may not know exactly where I am.
But I promise you, I will always
know who I am and what I stand
for,” he said Monday in announcing
his candidacy.

Lieberman — who could become
the nation’s first Jewish president
— said his candidacy would be
“less plausible” if former Vice
President Al Gore had not chosen
him as his running-mate.

The experience of the presiden-
tial campaign trail, with its grueling
travel schedule and long hours, will
give him an advantage over other
less-experienced candidates, he
said.

In announcing his candidacy,
Lieberman criticized President
Bush while promising to “talk
straight to the American people”
and show them he is “a different
kind of Democrat.”

“We were promised a better
America, but that promise has not
been kept,” he said.

LOS ANGELES — The biggest

winners turned out to be MIAs at the
30th annual AMAs, including
Eminem, winner of a leading four
American Music Awards.

Others absent when their names
were called at Monday night’s
American Music Awards were the
bands Creed and the Dixie Chicks,
who won two awards apiece.

Tim McGraw, who sang a “Tiny
Dancer” duet with Elton John at the
start of the nationally televised
show, left for Nashville before win-
ning favorite male country artist,
and Mary J. Blige — another absen-
tee — was named favorite female
hip-hop artist.

Eminem won in every category in
which he was nominated, for favor-
ite hip-hop and pop-rock male art-
ist and favorite hip-hop and pop-
rock album.

Creed was honored for favorite
rock group and alternative perfor-
mance, and the Dixie Chicks won
for favorite country band and coun-
try album for “Home.”

R&B ingenue Ashanti — who did
attend the event — won two honors
for favorite new hip-hop/R&B art-
ist and new pop artist.

Other award-winners included

Sheryl Crow who accepted her fa-
vorite female pop-rock artist award
with a plea for peace, arriving on
stage in a T-shirt that read, “War is
not the answer.”

NEW YORK — FAO Inc., which

owns the upscale FAO Schwarz toy
store chain made famous by Holly-
wood and holiday traditions, has
sought bankruptcy protection as
less pricey rivals continue to lure
away customers.

The King of Prussia, Pa.-based
retailer said its Chapter 11 filing
won’t affect business at FAO
Schwarz stores — including the sto-
ried flagship location on New
York’s Fifth Avenue — or at its
Zany Brainy and The Right Start
chains.

The company said Monday it
plans to close up to 80 stores by
March. Alan Marcus, a company
spokesman, said the bulk of the
closings will be within Zany Brainy.

Along with Monday’s filing in
the U.S. Bankruptcy Court in
Wilmington, Del., the company
said it has agreed on a plan with its
banks to fund its ongoing opera-
tions while it begins restructuring.
That agreement requires court ap-
proval.

The company said it expects to
meet with major creditors and file
a formal reorganization plan soon.

It expects to leave bankruptcy in the
second quarter.

WASHINGTON — Senate

Democrats are attacking a Repub-
lican-written $385 billion package
financing most of government, say-
ing it short changes schools and
drought payments to growers, and
contrasting it to the tax-cutting
package President Bush unveiled
last week.

GOP leaders were hoping the
Senate would begin debating the
measure today and complete it by
week’s end. Republicans are trying
to hold the legislation — an amal-
gam of 11 overdue bills for the fed-
eral budget year that started Oct. 1
— to a level Bush has said must not
be surpassed.

Democrats complained Monday
that Bush is resisting efforts to boost
spending for education, farmers and
others at the same time he is push-
ing a $674 billion, 10-year eco-
nomic growth plan consisting
mostly of cuts in the tax on corpo-
rate dividends and other levies.

“What I can’t understand is how
in the name of fiscal fairness we can
support $674 billion in tax cuts
largely directed to those at the very
top, while we tell our farmers and
ranchers that they’re not eligible for
any assistance,” said Senate Minor-
ity Leader Tom Daschle, D-S.D.
