a grant, and some additional engi-
neering costs of about $25,000.

• Approved paying $1,000 for a
membership in the WaKeeney juve-
nile program. Selby told the com-
missioners having the membership
reduced the daily cost to house a

youngster in the facility. The cost
for a non-member is $250 per day
and $150 a day for a member. Selby
said the membership had paid for
itself in the past year.

• Approved the workers compen-
sation and liability policies for the
year. Rasure explained that the
county experience rate had gone up

Band organ donated
LEAVENWORTH (AP) — The

town of Leavenworth can now buy
a $15,000 band organ, thanks to
rocker Melissa Etheridge.

Etheridge, who grew up in
Leavenworth, donated the $15,000
needed to buy the ARTIZAN band
organ the town had its eye on for a
long time.

Jerry Reinhardt, a carousel afi-
cionado who’s worked with the
Leavenworth Historical Museum
Association for years, was ecstatic
last week when the check for the
band organ arrived.

He said people restoring a small
1913 carousel that will be on dis-
play during the Taste of
Leavenworth next month had been
wanting a band organ to go with the
carousel.

‘‘But we also knew we did not
have enough money to buy one,’’ he
said.

The one they wanted was in the
Kansas City area. They expected to
have to scrounge for money for sev-
eral years, until a group member
suggested contacting Etheridge.

When Reinhardt wrote the
singer-songwriter, he sent a photo
of the band organ and asked if
Etheridge would sponsor part or all
of its cost. When he learned she
would pay for all of it, he offered to
engrave a brass plate, as she wished,
for the band organ.

That plate, which will be on dis-
play at the Feb. 28 event, will say:
‘‘Given to the Great People of
Leavenworth, with much apprecia-
tion. From Melissa Etheridge.’’

Teen drowns
in sandpit

GREAT BEND (AP) — A
Great Bend teenager died after
falling into a lake while hunt-
ing, authorities said.

Clint Flegler, 15, was hunt-
ing in the southern Great Bend
area when he fell into the lake,
Barton County Sheriff Buck
Causey said.
