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since he was eight years old.
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Mike Cliff of Norton has been hunting with
bow and arrow most of his life.

Cliff, who grew up in Colorado, said his fa-
ther was a bow hunter and he began shooting a
recurve bow when he was about 8. He later
switched to acompound bow, he said, and killed
his first deer when he was 14.

Cliff and his family moved to Norton about
eight years ago and he said hunting in Kansas is
a world better than it is in Colorado.

“Hunting here is as good as it gets anywhere
inthe country,” he said, adding that Kansas can
offer trophy-class mule deer and white-tail deer
for the serious hunter.
