The proceeds 
of the show go to the Brianna Linin 
Memorial Scholarship.

Janda Linin, Brianna’s mother 
said, “Our family knew since before 
Brianna died that we wanted to do 
something that gave back to the 
community since the community 
was so wonderful to us at such a 
tough time. It took me about two 
years to come across what that 

should be. A talent show seemed 
perfectly because it is unique (ex-
cept for the Flatlander event) it fit 
Brianna’s personality perfectly and 
it is an opportunity where any age or 
any type of business or community 
group could participate at whatever 
level.”

Brianna Linin was diagnosed 
with a malignant and fatal brain 
tumor in June 2004. She died on 
March 4, 2005. She attended kinder-
garten in Goodland until one week 

prior to her death. Brianna would 
be a fifth grader and would have 
graduated in May 2017. It was de-
cided that the first person to receive 
the scholarship to a member of her 
class. It is hoped that the scholarship 
will continue for many years. After 
last year’s fundraiser the fund has 
over $11,000. 

The scholarship is a designated 
fund under the Sherman County 
Community Foundation which 
makes gifts tax deductible.
