Five Bulldogs make all-league
Five basketball players, three

girls and two boys, from Brewster
High School received all-league
honors from the Western Kansas
Liberty League for their perfor-
mance this season.

Sophomore Jalyn Reid was a
first-team all-league pick. Junior
Andrea Horney was named to the
all-league second team and sopho-
more Caitlin Rush made the all-

league third team.
The Lady Bulldogs ended their

season 18-4, losing to Grinnell High
School 60-56 in the Class 1A re-
gional finals Feb. 28. Grinnell, also
a member of the league, advanced
to the state championship, where it
lost to Centralia High School 78-68.

The Goodland High School track
and field teams open their season at
3 p.m. (Central Time) today at
Norton.

Other schools entered in the meet
include Colby, Scott City, Norton,
Smith Center, Logan, Northern Val-
ley and Phillipsburg. Coach Dennis
Stone said Scott City, last year’s
Class 4A state runner-up, will be the
team to watch at the meet. Norton
also should do well; the Blue Jays
finished fifth at the state Class 3A
meet last year.

Goodland has 14 girls and 25
boys participating in track and field
this year, Stone said, including 12
freshmen. Eleven seniors, 10 boys
and one girl, are on the teams.

Stone said Goodland’s strength
will be in the weight events for both
boys and girls. Senior Jordan Bed-
ore set a school record in the discus
last year with a throw of 165 feet 3
inches. Junior Bret Jarmin placed
fifth in the javelin last year at state.
For the girls, senior Jessica Osborn
finished 14th in the javelin at state.

Stone said both teams also have
experience in the hurdle events.
Senior Dan Melia was a state quali-
fier last year in both the 110-meter
high hurdles and the 300-meter in-
termediate hurdles.

Senior Lance Tedford will be one
of the team’s strengths this season,

said Stone, in both the long jump
and the triple jump. Tedford fin-
ished 11th last year at state.

Stone is an accounting and com-
puter teacher at the high school.
Don Smith and Jamie Helmut are
the other coaches for the teams this
year. Both also are teachers at the

high school; Smith teaches math
and Helmut physical education.

Goodland will hold two meets
this season. The first is for freshmen
and sophomores on Monday, April
12, starting at 3:30 p.m. The second
is the annual Tri-State Relays on
Friday, April 30.
