Goodland swimmers win 12 events in Colby
Goodland swimmers won 12

events, 10 individual and two re-
lays, in Colby on Saturday on their
way to another fourth-place finish.

Goodland placed fourth in each
of its last four meets after opening
the season with a fifth-place finish
June 5 in Holyoke. There Goodland
finished one point behind Wray,
Colo.

Four Goodland swimmers were
double winners Saturday. Riley
O’Harah won the 9-10 boys 25-yard
freestyle in 15.07 seconds and the
100-yard freestyle in 1 minute
19.62 seconds. He also placed sec-
ond in the 25-yard butterfly.

In the 11-12 girls competition,

Hannah Blake won the 100-yard
freestyle in 1 minute 11.47 seconds
and finished in a tie for the gold
medal in the 50-yard freestyle
swimming it in 32.31 seconds. She
finished fourth in the 100-yard in-
dividual medley.
