on Feb. 14The Decatur Community High

girls basketball team had a mixed
week, with a loss to Atwood on
Tuesday and a victory over Oakley
on Thursday.

On Tuesday, the girls lost to the
Buffaloes 63-56 in Atwood.

“Our defensive intensity contin-
ues to go up and down,” Coach Paul
Nepodal said. “It’s disappointing
on all ends to give one away, but we
have been getting good individual
efforts. Now we need to put each
effort together to be successful.”

The teams stayed close, with
Atwood leading 11-10 at the end of
the first quarter and 32-27 at the
half.

In the third quarter, Oberlin
outscored the Buffaloes 16-13 to
narrow their lead to 45-43. In the
fourth quarter, the Buffaloes scored
just one basket, but they put 16 out
of 24 free throws in for 18 points
while Oberlin scored 13.

Scoring were Kelsey Dorshorst,
16 points; Sarah Ruf, 13; Abby
Ream, 12; Kortney Stapp, 9; Jamie
Elwood, 4; and Rena Unger, 2.

Top rebounders were Ruf, 10,
and Stapp, nine.

Things turned around on Thurs-
day in Oakley, as the Lady Devils
beat the Plainswomen 53-46.

“Our team effort was outstand-
ing,” Coach Nepodal said. “Our
overall intensity was much im-
proved, and it showed on defense.”

The teams were close during the
first half, tied 8-8 at the end of one
and Oakley up 21-18 at the half. In
the third quarter, Oberlin started to
pull ahead, outscoring the Plains-
women 16-11.

In the fourth, the Lady Devils
pulled further ahead with a 19-14
quarter.

Scoring were Stapp, 14; Ruf, 13;
Unger, 9; Ream, 8; Dorshorst, 4;
Kerrie Olson and Lindsay Fortin, 2
each; and Elwood, 1.

Ruf was the top rebounder with
nine while Stapp had seven.

The junior varsity girls beat
Atwood 47-41 and lost to Oakley
40-35.

The girls’ last home game was to
be on Tuesday against Phillipsburg.
Next week, substate girls games
will start on Tuesday in Oberlin.

The Jennings High girls lost to
Kensington and Weskan last week
and also lost a player when Nakita
Graf broke her wrist during the
Kensington game.

Last Tuesday, the girls were at
home against the Kensington Gold-
bugs but the ’Bugs took home a 63-
40 win.

“Our decisions on defense really
hurt us the most,” Coach Cheri
Brooks said. “We gave them easy
lay-ups by running out at them and
not adjusting. However, we did do
a better job working the ball around,
looking for posts and shooting the
ball when given the opportunity.
Thirty percent (completions) from
the field is a good improvement for
us.”

Vacura was the top rebounder
with eight, followed by Kier with
six and Gillespie and Kinser with
three each.

“The final score definitely
doesn’t show the effort and the im-
provement the girls displayed to-
night against Weskan,” Coach
Brooks said. “We came out on fire

in the first quarter with a lead of 12-
7, and went into halftime down by
one.

“The girls really hustled on de-
fense. Several girls were on the
floor scrapping for loose balls and
stepping into the land and taking
several charges.

“Unfortunately, we went through
a struggling third quarter and began
to make careless turnovers with the
ball, leading to easy baskets for
Weskan.

“I was very pleased with the girls’
efforts. They gave it everything
they had. That’s the greatest thing
a coach could ask for.”

Oakley had a pair of baskets and six
free throws for the win.
