The Oberlin School Board has
some decisionsto make about how
touseanirrigationwell onland the
district bought east of the high
school.

Groundskeeper Jerry Fidele
talked to the board at its meeting
Monday, Feb. 10, saying that they
could connect the well an aban-
doned city water line nearby. The
board will need to put aT off the
water linesothewell canbeusedto
water the practice field and other
areasthat belongtothedistrict near
the high school.

Mr. Fidelesaidawater wheel and
irrigation pipe can be connected to
the old city water pipe. The board
will needto decidewhether it wants
toinstall an underground sprinkler
system on any of the grounds, he
said.

Thecity might donatea20-horse-
power el ectric motor to the schools
forthewell, Mr. Fidelesaid. A con-
cretepad would beneeded to be put
the motor on, along with a trans-
former bank for electricity.

Another option isto use the en-
ginethatisontheirrigationwell al-
ready, thoughitwill beworkedalot
harder than in the past. Theirriga-
tion engine uses propane and is
probably fairly efficient, hesaid.

Theboard will need to lay anew
line from the city main asabackup
in case there are any problems, he
said.

Mr. Fidelesaid thewell will pro-
duce about 4.5 million gallons of
water ayear, andthedistrict will still
haveto use some city water for the
grounds. He said it takes about a
million gallonsto flood the newly
purchased land east of the high
school.

Thedistrictwill beusinglesscity
water than inthe past, hesaid, so it
will save money.

Mr. Fidele suggested the district
purchasing a side roller sprinkler
system which could be bought in
town.

Hesaidthedistrict canstartusing
the propane engine and then look
into the other one.

Mr. Wassonsaid hewouldliketo
get the cost on aused sprinkler sys-
tem and also bids on putting in an
underground system.

Theboardwill alsohavetodecide
what areas of grass are a priority,
said Mr. Fidele. Board Member
Barb Olsonsaid shethinksthefront
lawnsarethepriority.

What about planting a lower-
maintenance grass, asked Mr.
Wasson, likebuffalo grass?Itisn’t
aspretty andtheseedismoreexpen-
sive, hesaid, but it takesless mow-
ing and watering.

Mr. Fidelerecommendedthat the
old practicefield south of thestands
be planted to grass and the district
will beableto get water onthearea.
