After six straight wins, it was tough
for the Oberlin Red Devils to fall on
their home court, 58-39 Thusday night
to Norton, but the boys were back the
next night as they trounced the
Atwood Buffaloes, 82-55.

On Thursday, the Bluejays brought
a 3-2 record to Oberlin and took home
an extra notch while the Decatur Com-
munity High team lost for the first
time this season.

“We shot poorly, 20 percent, and
passed poorly with very few assists,”
Coach Dick Ahlberg said. “We just
stood around. Norton’s defense was
very good. They just outplayed us.”

The game started out well, with
Oberlin scoring first and holding the
Bluejays scoreless until several min-
utes into the first quarter. The quarter
ended in a 12-12 tie. Even in the
second quarter, the Jays were not able
to make much headway about half-
way through the period. That didn’t
last, as the Devils came back to take a
narrow lead 25-23 at the half.

In the second half, the Jays hit their
baskets and the Devils didn’t. At the
end of three, the visitors were up 41-
