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Recipe good for mature bird

Digginginto Mom’s recipe book,
[ came up with one of my favorite
quick ways to fix a nice ringneck.

PHEASANT
EGGFOO YONG
1 mature pheasant
1 14-0z. box egg foo yong mix
(plain serves four)

6eggs

1 teaspoon onion powder or 1
tablespoon grated onion

2t02 1/2 cups preparedrice (wild,
long grained-white mixture, long
grained-wild mixture, or old-fash-
ioned white rice)

Frozen oriental vegetables (op-
tional)

Pressure cook pheasant 15 min-

utes. Cut meat in small cubes. This
makes more meat than the recipe
box calls for, but the two extraeggs
will compensate. Prepare rice as a
side dish and setaside to keep warm.
Follow cooking directions on the
box, adding the two extra eggs be-
cause of the extra meat. The extra
rice, meat, and eggs make this recipe
serve six. Enjoy.
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
