The Prairie Dog Creek Basin
has been selected as a pilot project
target area because it is significant
in the efforts of Kansas to maintain
compliance with the Republican
River compact.

Applicants will be compensated
in exchange for the permanent
retirement of a water right. Priority
is given to retiring water rights in
areas which would have the greatest
impact on the stream system.

High priority areas in Phillips,
Norton, Decatur, Sheridan and
Thomas counties need stream resto-
ration and aquifer recovery and are
now closed to further appropriation
of water.

A fixed price of $2,000 per acre-
foot of historic consumptive use is
available for eligible water rights.
Offers are approved on the basis of
competitive bids.
